Entry Deadline — Wednesday, January 22, 2025 Strings and Suzuki Strings, April 22-25, 2025

Take Note

1. Please read the Syllabus and all General Rules.

2. To be eligible for a money award, a competitor, in addition to receiving the adjudicator’s
recommendation, must have performed at least 3 solo classes (excluding Studies); the fourth
requirement may be another competitive solo, Studies, Sight Reading, Composition or an ensemble
piece.

3. Late deadline is 10pm, January 24, 2025 accompanied by $25 penalty fee.

4. During the Kiwanis Music Festival Windsor-Essex County, once an entrant is offered a recommendation
to Provincial Competition by phone and email, that recommendation becomes null and void if it is not
accepted within 24 hours after the offer is made by phone and email.

5. Competitors hoping for recommendation to the Provincial Competition must comply with regulations
pertaining to Provincial and Local Festivals. For provincial information and syllabus, visit www.omfa.ca
or contact Mary Jeanne Peters at kiwanismj@gmail.com at the time of entries or before. In order for a
solo performer to earn a provincial recommendation from the Kiwanis Music Festival Windsor-Essex
County adjudicator, the registrant must have competed locally in a minimum of three (3) solo classes
and achieved a minimum mark of 85 in each of the three.

6. Open Classes — to be eligible, a competitor must be studying at the ARCT level. Age is not a
requirement for these classes but level of study is.

Instructions for Strings

e RCM repertoire for the violin classes must be from the 2021 syllabus. Cello, double
bass and viola and guitar, please refer to the most recent syllabus.

e All test selections for solo competition must be memorized. Any performer who performs with the
music will be eligible for adjudication only — except sonata and study classes.

e Classes formerly identified as “Bach Unaccompanied” are now listed as “Unaccompanied”.

e Regarding the number of movements to be performed in sonata and concerto classes, the
RCM/CCM requirements over rule the festival guidelines. Competitors wishing to be
recommended for provincial competition should also read the provincial requirements prior to
choosing their repertoire. See general rules 9 and 21 on pages 2 and 3 of this document.

e For Trophy and Money awards, violin and viola will be considered together as Upper Strings.

e All Own Choice selections (selections and movements) should conform to the current standards of the
Royal or Conservatory Canada syllabi. Regarding the number of movements to be performed in sonata
and concerto classes — the syllabus requirements overrule the festival guidelines.

e Participants may enter a Competitive and a Non-Competitive class in the same section, but not two
competitive classes. Exception for General violin classes S400 Levels 1-3.
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e Competitors may enter one class that are no more than one grade level above or below their current
grade, unless otherwise stated in the Syllabus. Where performers are entered in more than one grade,
their grade will be considered as the one in which the majority of their entries lie. Students who
anticipate competing in the Provincials are referred to Regulations Pertaining to Provincial. Visit their
website: www.omfa.ca.

e For Trophy and Money awards violin and viola will be considered together as Upper Strings.

2. Award amounts in the SUZUKI competition will be in the same proportion (award to number of entrants) to
those offered in the traditional competition of the festival.

3. Award and trophy winners will be determined by the adjudicators. Adjudicators’ decisions are final.
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4. Competitors should enter classes appropriate to their Level of study. A student studying in Book 2 will be
expected to compete in Book 2 classes. A student whose studies are midway through a Book, may compete in a
lower Book, but is expected not to compete at the beginning Level of the Book.

5. Competitors should not play repeats unless musically needed i.e. Hunter’s Chorus, Musette - first repeat.

6. All Book 1 and Book 2 Suzuki String classes are non-competitive. All other Levels are competitive and have a
non-competitive class.

7. Non-competitive classes may not be used towards monetary awards.
